Organics & Composting

Organic matter comes from living materials and when composted adds nutrients to the soil. In Michigan, an estimated
38% of organics and compostables are landfilled each year. While Allegan County does not have a composting
service, these materials may be managed at home or by commercial businesses rather than landfilled.
